* Lock your door.

e Driver check to
make sure that all
doors are locked.

Adjust seat

e Move the seat with the
lever under the front of .=
the seat. '

* Make sure you are at
least 10 Iinches from
the steering wheel.

« Adjust the seat back
with the lever to the
left of the seat.

e Adjust the head
restraint directly
behind your head.




Adjust mirrors

o Adjust the Inside mirror - center It on
the rear window.




Adjust mirrors

o Adjust the left
outside mirror -
Move your head
close to the window
and just barely see
the side of your car.
Most have an Inside
adjustment lever.




Seatbelts

e Buckle your seatbelt

- low and tight

* Make sure the
shoulder belt goes
over your shoulder

* Make sure everyone
IS buckled up
