possible

Be aware of making lane changes.

What is wrong with the red car’s position?

 It is in the blindspot of the yellow car
 Do not stay in other people’s blindspot area 

for more than a couple of seconds

What is wrong with the red car’s position?

 It is in the blindspot of the truck
 Either pass the truck quickly or slow to get 

out of its blindspot

What’s wrong if this is all you see?

You are tailgating
You need 5 seconds 

of following space



What’s about to happen if 
this is all you see?

You are about to 
rear-end a truck

Hope your front 
bumper is as high as 
the truck’s rear 
bumper!
